Sophocles

e Opening Speech of Antonio GUTERRES (U.N. Secretary-General) in the climate conference Egypt on 7th of
November 2022

e as well as chosen object important to emerging artist oneself that symbolizes a value or a thing that you do
not want to lose

In each of the 12 Theatre in Palm countries,

5 selected artists-in-residence will form a group that will work together locally, face-to-face.

These groups will get to co-operate deeply with another partner country’s group, forming a joint duo online
residency. All 12 residencies will work together in joint online meetings. The work is scheduled, organized, and
guided by experienced mentors, providing opportunities for deep transnational co-operation, networking, and
personal mentoring for their own artistic work.

- We offer each selected artist a fee of 250 euros

- Possibility to present the created project in public in the following months of 2023

- Training and mentorship

- Opportunity to work in an international environment and collaborate with artists and mentors from 12 different
